Cades Cove is an isolated valley located in the Tennessee section of the Great Smoky Mountains National Park, USA. The valley was home to numerous settlers before the formation of the national park. Today Cades Cove, the single most popular destination for visitors to the park, attracts more than two million visitors a year because of its well preserved homesteads, scenic mountain views, and abundant display of wildlife.[1] The Cades Cove Historic District is listed on the National Register of Historic Places.
Cades Cove is a broad, verdant valley surrounded by mountains and is one of the most popular destinations in the Great Smokies. It offers some of the best opportunities for wildlife viewing in the park. Large numbers of white-tailed deer are frequently seen, and sightings of black bear, elk, coyote, ground hog, turkey, raccoon, skunk, and other small animals are also possible. 

 
Touring the Cove

An 11-mile, one-way loop road circles the cove, offering motorists the opportunity to sightsee at a leisurely pace. Allow at least two to four hours to tour Cades Cove, longer if you walk some of the area's trails. Traffic is heavy during the tourist season in summer and fall and on weekends year-round. While driving the loop road, please be courteous to other visitors and use pullouts when stopping to enjoy the scenery or view wildlife. 

An inexpensive self-guiding tour booklet available at the entrance to the road provides a map and information about the cove. 

Only bicycle and foot traffic are allowed on the loop road until 10:00 a.m. every Saturday and Wednesday morning from early May until late September. Otherwise the road is open to motor vehicles from sunrise until sunset daily, weather permitting.



History
The valley has a rich history. For hundreds of years Cherokee Indians hunted in Cades Cove but archeologists have found no evidence of major settlements. The f2irst Europeans settled in the cove sometime between 1818 and 1821. By 1830 the population of the area had already swelled to 271. Cades Cove offers the widest variety of historic buildings of any area in the national park. 

Scattered along the loop road are three churches, a working grist mill, barns, log houses, and many other faithfully restored eighteenth and nineteenth century structures. Pick up the self-guiding tour booklet available at the entrance to the loop road for information about the buildings you'll see in the cove and the people who lived here.

Experience the cove by bike! The loop road is closed to motor vehicles until 10:00 a.m. every Saturday and Wednesday morning from early May until late September to allow bicyclists and pedestrians to enjoy the cove. You can rent a bike at the Cades Cove Campground Store. The State of Tennessee requires that children age 16 and under wear a helmet. We strongly recommend that all riders wear helmets, use rear view mirrors, and ride properly fitted and well-maintained bicycles. Please obey all traffic regulations. Views, Wildflowers
If you go during the spring or summer, you will start by walking through vast fields of beautiful wildflowers. You’ll walk by the historic John Oliver cabin from the 1820s, and pass the eye-catching 25-foot Crooked Arm Falls. You will be able to climb up Cerulean Knob for a view from the highest point on Rich Mountain where you will be able to see all of Cade's Cove and the surrounding mountains.

There are several ascents and descents along this trail, but the effort is rewarded by the sounds of a peaceful river and views of the water. The trail begins very peaceful and quiet as it steadily climbs about 625 feet over the course of the first 1.4 miles along the northern slope of Fodderstack Mountain before descending towards the West Prong of the Little River where the rush of the stream in the valley below becomes progressively louder.

Much can be said about the beauty, tranquility, and history of the Middle Prong Trail. This, in contrast to what was found at this same location during the early 1900s. At that time, this was home to a hotel, a post office, and several tiny homes. 
The trail follows a former railroad bed which gives a nice smooth hike for most of the trail. The Middle Prong Trail follows the river and along the way provides an almost constant view of beautiful cascades, roaring waterfalls, and tranquil pools, as well as, beautiful views of the stream, interesting rock formations, an old chimney, stone walls, and even an old Cadillac. 

Directions to Trailhead 

Go to the Townsend "Y" junction and from there, drive west on Laurel Creek Road towards Cades Cove. Approximately two-tenths of mile from the “Y”, turn left towards the Great Smoky Mountains Institute at Tremont. From the Institute you'll drive another 3.1 miles along a gravel road to reach the Middle Prong Trailhead at the far end of the road.

If you're a Troglodyte looking for solitude sandwiched within peace and quiet, the Lumber Ridge Trail is the perfect hike for you. The only noise normally heard along this trail is that provided by the chatter of song birds, and an occasional woodpecker.

The Lumber Ridge Trail is an easy trail to get to, and there is a lot of climbing once you get there, but after the first half mile, the views fade and you start your almost silent journey through the woods as the sounds of cars and crowds fade. Wildflowers can be found in the cool, moist valleys. Mountain Laurel and Azaleas can also be seen on portions of the trails.

The final mile of the trail is relatively flat, and the solitude only gets better. You'll pass through stands of oaks and other trees, and nuts and huckleberries, causing it to be a popular place for animals like deer, bear, squirrels, and birds.

Directions to Trailhead 

Go to the Townsend "Y" junction and from there, drive west on Laurel Creek Road towards Cades Cove. Approximately two-tenths of mile from the “Y”, turn left towards the Great Smoky Mountains Institute at Tremont. Drive another two miles and turn left into the Great Smoky Mountains Institute. After driving across the narrow bridge, look for a small parking area on the right. The Lumber Ridge Trailhead is located along the gravel road just beyond the parking area. The trail starts behind the dorm that is up the gravel road from the institute.

The best that Chestnut Top Trail has to offer is its location. It is located about one hundred yards north of the Townsend "Y".
Once you make it past the first steep climb, the rest of the trail is moderate, and that leads to the sec0omd best part of the hike; wildflowers, mountain laurel, and views of Townsend and Thunderhead Mountain, 

If you love wildflowers, Chestnut Top Trail is the place to go. Bring a camers camera!

Directions to Trailhead: 
The parking area for the Chestnut Top Trail is located roughly one hundred yards north of the Townsend "Y" on Route 73. The parking lot is on the east side of the road, while the trailhead is located directly across the street.

As stunning as the year-round views are, Gregory Bald is perhaps most famous for the spectacular flame azaleas that bloom atop its summit from mid to late June each year. 

Azalea lovers from all over the world come here to visit the finest display of flame azaleas anywhere on the planet. On our most recent visit we saw a plethora of fire red, wine red, orange, salmon, yellow, white, pink, and even multi-colored azaleas. Although this isn't an easy place to get to, there were still at least 60 or 70 people atop the sprawling summit when we arrived. Normally when you reach a hiking destination that requires a fairly tough hike, people are usually taking in the scenery, eating a picnic lunch, or just relaxing. On this particular day, however, you could describe the mood as festive. People were practically giddy at the riot of colors all around the bald. There was even one group that sang "the hills are alive with the sound of music", as they were getting ready to head back down the mountain. It's completely understandable that the azaleas and the views would have this affect on people - this place is truly special. In fact, I would go so far as to say that this should be on the life list of any self-respecting hiker, gardener or nature lover.

This hike to Gregory Bald in the Smokies begins from the Gregory Bald Trailhead at Sams Gap on Parson Branch Road. To reach the trailhead from the Townsend "Y" intersection, travel west on Laurel Creek Road towards Cades Cove. After driving 7.5 miles you'll reach Cades Cove, pass the main parking lot, and then enter the one-way loop road. Roughly 13.2 miles from Townsend the loop road makes a sharp turn to the left. At this junction continue by driving straight onto Forge Creek Road. After driving another 2.2 miles you'll reach the one-way Parson Branch Road, which forks off to the right (you'll also pass the Gregory Ridge Trailhead located here). Turn right onto the Parsons Branch Road and drive 3.3 miles to reach the Gregory Bald Trailhead at Sams Gap.

To return to Townsend after your hike you'll have to continue along the one-way Parsons Branch Road, and then take Highway 129 and the Foothills Parkway. To avoid having to drive this route, you do have the option of hiking the Gregory Ridge Trail to Gregory Bald.

You should note that Parsons Branch Road is closed during the winter. You should also note that the Cades Cove Loop Road is closed to motor vehicle traffic on Wednesday and Saturday mornings until 10:00 a.m., between early May and late September of each year, to allow cyclists and pedestrians to enjoy the cove

This hike to Gregory Bald in the Great Smoky Mountains begins from the Gregory Ridge Trailhead in Cades Cove. To reach the trailhead from the Townsend "Y" intersection, travel west on Laurel Creek Road towards Cades Cove. After driving 7.5 miles you'll reach Cades Cove, pass the main parking lot, and then enter the one-way loop road. Roughly 13.2 miles from Townsend the loop road makes a sharp turn to the left.
